These Classifications of Members have the full rights and responsibilities of Membership in the RCHA.

Distinctive Classification of Members include:

· Corporate Members (designated by the Board of Directors)

· Occasional Members (designated by the Board of Director)

· Guests (Occasional Members of the Day)

These, the Distinctive Classifications of Members, have limited rights of familiar association and are subject to such tariffs as may apply from time to time.

As a Private Corporation, all in attendance shall be Members, as nominated above.

Tariffs for Events shall be as requested.  This shall apply to Corporate Members, Occasional Members and Guests (Occasional Members of the Day).

The Tariff of the Day shall be as requested.  The Day may be for a part of the day as determined by the Board.  This, the Tariff of the Day, shall apply to Occasional Members and Guests (Occasional Members of the Day).

The Board of Directors may waive Tariffs of the Day.

The Tariff of the Day shall be $1.00 (effective 2 January 2010)
